Meeting was called to order at 1:30 P.M.
1.  Commissioner Piepkorn called the meeting to order and asked if there were any additions or corrections to the minutes of February 18, 2015.  There were no additions or corrections to the minutes of February 18, 2015.  Moved by Stewart, seconded by Todd to approve the minutes of the February 18, 2015 meeting of the Liquor Control Board; all voted in favor, motion passed unanimously.

2.  A.  The first application to be considered today is for the issuance of a Class “DD” alcoholic beverage license to be issued to Proof Artisan Distillers, LLC d/b/a Proof Artisan Distillers to be located at 414 4th Avenue North, Fargo, ND.  There were no issues in the background check.

Joel Kath spoke about production starting mid May or June 2015 with the use of local products being more than the 51% required by the State of ND.  Tours will be available to the public once opened. 

Moved by Todd, seconded by Stewart to approve the issuance of a Class “DD” alcoholic beverage license to be issued to Proof Artisan Distillers, LLC d/b/a Proof Artisan Distillers to be located at 414 4th Avenue North, Fargo, ND.  All voted in favor, the motion carried.

2. B.  The second application to be considered is for the transfer of a Class “A” alcoholic beverage license from Sheyenne Enterprises, Inc d/b/a Slammer’s Sport Bar to Jones Enterprises, Inc d/b/a Slammer’s Sport’s Bar to be located at 707 28th Avenue North, Fargo ND. There are no issues in the background check.  

Moved by Stewart, Seconded by Todd to approve the transfer of the Class “A” alcoholic beverage license to Jones Enterprises, Inc d/b/a Slammer’s Sport’s Bar to be located at 707 28th Avenue North, Fargo, ND. All voted in favor, the motion carried.

2    C.  The third application to be considered is for the transfer of a Class “AB” alcoholic beverage license from JT’s Bar and Lounge d/b/a JT Cigarro to Roundup Liquors, Inc d/b/a Royal Liquor and Bar to be located in close proximity to 45th Street and 32nd Avenue South, Fargo ND. There are no issues in the background check.  Chief Todd noted that he would like to be informed of the permanent location as soon as possible.

Moved by Stewart, Seconded by Todd to approve the transfer of the Class “AB” alcoholic beverage license to Roundup Liquors, Inc d/b/a Royal Liquor and Bar to be located in close proximity to 45th Street and 32nd Avenue South, Fargo, ND. All voted in favor, the motion carried.

3. Chief Todd addressed some ideas for security or compliance in regards to the new “ABH-Limited” License. He expressed that he is available to anyone interested in further discussion or questions. 

There being no further business to come before the Liquor Control Board, the meeting was adjourned at 1:40 p.m.  The next regular meeting will be held Wednesday, April 15, 2015 at 1:30 p.m. in the City Commission Room.
